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	Summary of eQuote Phase II Enhancements


· Additional functions available to Purchasing Agents. For example, the ability of returning to a Saved eQuote and of using the Notice of Intent to Award (NOIA) with eQuote. 

· Additional options available. For example: 
· The ability to post an eQuote up to the agency or college’s Delegated Purchasing Authority (DPA).  In addition eQuote will provide the option to go beyond the DPA using the same features that the GPR has of getting approved from State Purchasing to do so with the "One Time Request to Exceed DPA."
· The ability of copying from a previously created eQuote instead of having to re-do from scratch or to totally rewrite the eQuote and the ability to create an eQuote template for frequently made similar purchases.  After completing the Header section of the eQuote, the purchasing agent can decide whether to cancel or save the eQuote to release at some point within the next thirty days, or to advance to the Lines section of the eQuote.  If the Purchasing Agent saves the eQuote, he/she can return to that eQuote by clicking on the Saved eQuote section of the menu and returning to the designated saved eQuote.

· The reformatting of the display to have a more clear division between the Header section and the Lines section. In the Header section the purchasing agent provides a succinct description of the purchase being made and includes any instructions for clarification. 

· The availability of a calendar to indicate when to close the solicitation indicating potentially available dates (this is on the current system) includes  a chart providing the rules regarding posting date time limits. 
· The inclusion of an unlimited number of NIGP Codes to select from and the ability to delete them—without having to cancel the eQuote and start all over again. 

· The ability to attach an unlimited number of documents and the ability to delete them—without having to cancel the eQuote and start all over again.

· The ability to expand on the Lines section of the eQuote (and add each Line separately--this is on the current system). The purchasing agent can add the Lines and add documents and include a very brief description of the item or service, the appropriate unit of measure, and the quantity needed and select the NIGP Code that matches that Line from the list of all NIGP Codes listed in the Header section. 

· The ability to allow vendors to “no bid” and purchasing agents to split awards, one vendor does not need to provide solutions for all lines.  The vendor selects to bid then enter the price of each line or opts to “no bid” the line. There is a comments section whereby the vendor may indicate additional information, such as willingness to offer a discount for early payment and has the capability of adding an unlimited number of documents. 

· The ability to review the comments and all of the documents provided by each vendor and to award all lines to one vendor or to split the eQuote award. The eQuote system provides the purchasing agent with mathematical price differences with each option. 

· The ability to edit the eQuote with an automatic email alerting the vendor of any change.
· The ability to add vendors on the fly.
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
